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National and State New
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New Legislation

Brenda Dann-Messier, the new Assistant Secretary for Vocational and Adult Education for the
United States Department of Education, is hosting town hall meetings to get input from the field
for the new legislation. Congress should pass legislation soon which will go into effect for the
2011-2012 program year.

National Reporting System

The National Reporting System guidebook has been revised. If you do not have the new copy,
you need to go to their website, www.nrsweb.org, and download the September 2009 version.
The main changes are the new race and ethnicity codes required by the federal government.

The National Reporting System Technical Working Group (TWG), a group of state directors and

other interested parties, met in Washington, DC, on January 12, 2010, to discuss 2010 NRS

training as well as possible changes to the NRS. With upcoming legislation, there is the possibility

that the NRS may be tweaked to better fit our programs. Topics that came up for discussion and

will be discussed at the upcoming State Directors meeting in February are:

e Should the outcomes of get a job, keep a job, and go onto postsecondary education and
training be tied to goals?

e What if these measures were collected and reported on a two year cycle instead of the
current annual cycle?

e Should all states be required to data match?

e Are the current educational functioning levels still appropriate?

e Are there ways to measure educational gains for Adult Secondary/GED students?
Congress will make the final decisions on these measures; however, the United States
Department of Education is collecting input so they may make recommendations to Congress.

VP Sam Strickland, Dean Susan Payne, Compensatory Education Director Nancy Morabito, Instructor Julia
Tennant and a group of compensatory education students visited Congressmen David Price and Brad Miller to
advocate for services for students with Intellectual Disabilities and Autism. They also had Representative Jean
Farmer-Butterfield come speak with the students about how the government works and how they should go
about advocating for themselves. One of her suggestions was to go out and meet the politicians to better
explain their needs.

The purpose was to also educate our representatives about the importance of attaching the highest dollar
amount to the Higher Ed Act which would fund a residential, vocational, and academic
program for students with Intellectual Disabilities and Autism. The end result would be students who would be

able to live independently and maintain meaningful employment with little or no supports. The program would

be modeled after the Transition Into Independent Living Program (TIL Program) at Taft Community College in
California. Their program has been a huge success, running for more then ten years with a four year wait list.

The success of GED ® in the Community through
Alamance Community College (ACC) is based on the
premise that more people that need a GED ® will
participate if the materials are more accessible. With
bright green booklets of practice tests at 25
high-foot traffic locations, people pick these up, take
the first exam at home, then submit to ACC for
grading. In the month of September 2009, the
program logged 600 hours of attendance through
orientation, face-to-face time with ACC staff,
tutoring, and many hours of counseling. It is
coordinated by Lynn Ferns and assisted by Jennifer
Mock and Floyd Hinshaw in the Adult Basic Skills
department.

How It Began. ACC President, Dr. Martin
Nadelman, planted the seed in 2001 with what
became a nationally award-winning program called
GED ® in the Newspaper.

As educators, we often focus so much on teaching
our students about those subjects and verbs, about
those variables and algebraic equations, about
science and history and literature that we forget that
we have just as much of a responsibility to teach
them how to be good citizens, to be contributing
members of their communities.
