Reason for Proposed Action: The State Board of Community
Colleges seeks minor editorial changes to clarify Special Credit
and Seminar Courses, and add flexibility in the "other required"
category of the program of study. The "other required” category
of the program of study is currently restricted to courses
required for graduation (example: orientation courses, intro
computer courses). The removal of this restriction would allow
colleges to utilize the other required area to incorporate any
course(s) up to a maximum of seven hours in the AAS, four hours
in the diploma and one hour in the certificate.

Procedure by which a person can object to the agency on a
proposed rule: Objections must be in writing and received by
the North Carolina Community College System Office no later
than 5:00 p.m. on the last day of the written comment period.
