Curriculum Description

The Spanish Interpreter curriculum prepares individuals to work as interpreters who will provide communication access in interview and interactive settings between Spanish and English speaking clients.  In addition, this curriculum provides a mechanism for working interpreters who want to upgrade their skills.

Course work includes grammatical and phonological studies of Spanish, cognitive processes associated with interpretation between the two languages, in depth consecutive interpretation classes and specific terminology classes.  Students are introduced to the concepts of translation and simultaneous interpreting.

Graduates should qualify for entry-level employment as interpreters in a variety of community settings including education, industry, public safety, and health/human service agencies.  Employment includes  part-time, full-time, and self-employment/free-lance positions.

Curriculum Requirements*
[for associate degree, diploma, and certificate programs in accordance with 23 NCAC 02E.0204 (3)]

I.	General Education.  Degree programs must contain a minimum of 15 semester hours including at least one course from each of the following areas: humanities/fine arts, social/behavioral sciences, and natural sciences/mathematics.  Degree programs must contain a minimum of 6 semester hours of communications.  Diploma programs must contain a minimum of 6 semester hours of general education; 3 semester hours must be in communications.  General education is optional in certificate programs.

II.	Major Hours.  AAS, diploma, and certificate programs must include courses which offer specific job knowledge and skills.  Work experience, including cooperative education, practicums, and internships, may be included in associate in applied science degrees up to a maximum of 8 semester hours of credit; in diploma programs up to a maximum of 4 semester hours of credit; and in certificate programs up to a maximum of 2 semester hours of credit. III.	Other Required Hours.  A college may include courses to meet graduation or local employer requirements in a certificate, diploma, or associate in applied science program. These curriculum courses shall be selected from the Combined Course Library and must be approved by the System Office prior to implementation. Work experience, including cooperative education, practicums, and internships, may be included in associate in applied science degrees up to a maximum of 8 semester hours of credit; in diploma programs up to a maximum of 4 semester hours of credit; and in certificate programs up to a maximum of 2 semester hours of credit.
