(828-254-1921)  If a student engages in criminal activity or demonstrates threatening behavior that constitutes a clear and present danger to the physical and/or emotional well-being of the student and/or other students, faculty and staff, the Vice President for Student Services shall immediately suspend the student and remove him/her from campus for no more than ten school days pending a hearing.  In this situation, the Vice President for Student Services must convene a Threat Assessment Team.  
· Sandhills Community College currently has a Risk Assessment Team. Dr. Susanne Adams, Vice President for Student Services and Academic Support, is the contact person. (910-695-3900) Their team has met only a few times and is currently in the process of refining their procedures.
